FUEL
As per the 2010 AKA Karting Manual. EIf Euro 102 may be used in Formula 100, KZ2 and 200 Supers only. Not
to be used in Leopard classes or Junior Performance.

Random samples of competitor’s fuel may be taken during this meeting and tested for conformity to samples
taken from the supplier between these dates. Random tyre samples may also be taken to ensure conformity.

JUDGES OF FACT
As per rule 4.17

KART NUMBERS
Race numbers can be a maximum of two (2) digits. Number Plates as per Rule 25.13 side-pod numbers must
be clearly visible.

Number 1 will be reserved for 2009 National Champion in each class. Number 1 not to be used for KZ2 , Junior
Performance or 200 Supers.

Pit crew passes

All pit crew will need to have a pit crew pass or wrist band and have your own
yellow /green vest to get onto the IN and OUT grids and any other areas that
require them to be used.



TRANSPONDERS
TIMING:

Timing for this race meeting will be undertaken using an AMB TRANX 160 Transponder in conjunction with the
AKA Competition Management System. '

It will be compulsoryfor all competitors to have an AMB:TranX160 transponder fitted to their karts for the
purposes of lap timing and / or lap scoring recording in all qualifying sessions and racing.

As per rule 19.17(b) of the 2010 AKA Manual,

Competitors will be responsible at all times for the correct fitting (rule 25.30), maintenance and performance
of the transponder in all sections of events contested. Competitors who fail to comply with this rule will be
automatically excluded from the section of the event to which the offence relates, unless rule 19.17 (d)
applies, or, the fault is with the organisers of the event. Action will be taken by the issue of a Penalty
Notification Form which will be issued without an Officials Hearing and signed by at least one Steward and the
Chief Timing Officer (Judge of Fact).

Location of transponder bracket, [30cm from king-pin]. Fix the bracket vertically with no metal or carbon
fibre beneath, (plastic is OK).

Fixing the transponder

Fasten the transponder in the holder using the
supplied fixing pin. Push the pin all the way
through

Warning: A detached transponder can be
very dangerous. Make sure the transponder
and holder can not get detached. Use
additional tie-wraps during endurance
races.

Transponders must be fitted facing the driver, on the left hand side pod, 30cm from the king pin as shown
above.

ENGINE SEALING
[ Sealing nuts must be fitted (2) on all engines (Except F100 engines such as TM where not suitable). Tags
must still be fitted to these engines via a hole on engine crankcase fin etc.. for recording purposes.



GENERAL INFORMATION

[ No animals allowed anywhere within the facility

[ No unlicensed driving of motor vehicles permitted at the circuit.

[1 No motorised scooters, scooters, mini bikes, bikes, roller blading, skateboards and tricycles allowed at the
complex during the entire meeting. Officials may confiscate any such items for the duration of the event.
